cell
	Who has:
The box formed by the intersection of a row and a column in a spreadsheet.

	
column
	Who has:
The vertical divisions of a spreadsheet that are named with an alphabetical letter.

	
formula bar
	Who has:

The place on a spreadsheet where the contents of the cell are displayed.

	  

enter
	Who has:

To type in or record data in a spreadsheet. 

	
 formula 
	Who has:

A mathematical statement which begins with an = sign and tells the computer to perform a calculation.

	  

calculate
	Who has:
The working of mathematical equations.  Formulas are used in a spreadsheet to make this happen.

	
  row
	Who has:

The horizontal divisions of a spreadsheet that are named with a number.

	
  table/grid
	Who has:

Columns and rows of cells that can be filled with data.

	
label
	Who has:

Text, symbols, dates, or numbers NOT used in calculations in a spreadsheet.

	  

cell address
	Who has:

The location of a cell in a spreadsheet.  Identified by naming the column first, then the row.

	
text
	Who has:

Words on a page

	  

spreadsheet
	Who has:

An application that can be used to calculate, analyze and present data.  It includes tools for organizing, managing, sorting and retrieving data and testing "what if" statements.  It has a chart feature that displays numerical data as a graph.

	
value
	Who has:

Numbers entered into spreadsheet cells that WILL be used for calculation.

	
name box
	Who has:

Window in a spreadsheet that tells the location of the active cell.

	
arrow keys
	Who has:
The keys on the computer keyboard used to move up, down, left, or right from one cell to another in the spreadsheet.

	
numeric keypad


	Who has:
The portion of a keyboard, set up like an adding machine or calculator used to enter numbers and equations quickly into the computer.

	
application
	Who has:
Another word for a software program. 

	
active cell

	Who has:
The thick bordered cell (highlighted) where you can enter values, labels or formulas in a spreadsheet.

	
range
	Who has:

A block of selected cells on a spreadsheet (more than one highlighted cell).

	
axis
	Who has:
A feature of a chart that allows you to plot numbers.  The horizontal line is called “X” and the vertical line is called “Y”.

	
bar chart
	Who has:
One type of graph developed from spreadsheet data that uses parallel bars to compare data.

	
graph
	Who has:

A picture that shows the relationship of one or more sets of numbers to each other. Some types are line, bar, area, and pie.  Also called a chart.

	
chart
	
Another name for a graph.


	
line chart
	
A graph used to display trends or changes over a period of time.

	
pie chart
	Who has:

Circle graph divided into wedge shaped pieces used to display percentages.  Shows the relationship of two or more sets of data.  

	
function
	Who has:

A shortcut formula for common math calculations.  Uses “SUM,” “AVG,” “MIN” or “MAX” in the formula.

	
button bar

	Who has:

A horizontal strip of buttons near the top of a window. It provides shortcuts for commonly used commands.  Also known as a toolbar.
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
